Thanks to the fundraising of our PA team, and everyone’s support with attending
events, we have been able to buy the storage and many other items to bring this vision to
life. Play not only supports physical and mental health, but it is also vital for developing
language and communication at all ages. The National Literacy Trust explains that play
supports language development, enhances problem-solving skills and encourages creativity.
Play also removes barriers; it is inclusive and accessible to all. Play supports a variety of
skills, physical, gross and fine motor, which will also support writing. Active play promotes
muscle development, develops imagination, communication skills, and helps coordination and
overall health. It facilitates natural curiosity, enabling children to make connections and to
develop independence, perseverance and turn taking skills, supporting them to negotiate and
build relationships. Play provides a safe space for children to explore and learn to manage
their feelings, helping them to build resilience and develop empathy towards others. Thank
you for supporting our PA events and to the team for working tirelessly to make them
successful.
