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We have enjoyed another wonderful week at St John’s, beginning on Monday with
International Sign Language Day. We talked about the importance of communication
between humans and we thought carefully about non-verbal communication.
Everyone had a go at some sign language greetings and we practised each letter of
the alphabet. Some children are getting very good at signing their names and each
class has a poster to help.

On Tuesday, Year 4 led our Values worship and taught us about our Autumn Term
value of Identity: “I know my life matters”. The children wrote poems and acted out
some scenarios to help us to understand the meaning of Identity. Identity means:
‘Being confident in who you are.’ *Knowing you are special.” ‘Thinking about the
feelings of others.’ ‘Knowing God has a plan for you.’ ‘*Knowing you are important.’
Well done Year 4! Thank you for an engaging and thoughtful worship.

All classes have been very busy this week. Year 6 are enjoying Bikeability and
have been learning to ride safely on the roads around school. Year 5 have been
learning the names for transport in French and tested their knowledge with a bingo
game. Year 3 have been thinking about families in RHE and shared their ideas about
why family is important. In Year 2, children have been working hard in Maths to work
out the missing humbers on a number line. Year 1 have been designing logos for our
school vision ‘I will shine” and using paints to mix wonderful colours and make their
designs stand out. Finally, in Reception, the class are settling in very well and they
love their music lessons with lots of stomping, wiggling and singing together!
