Year L taught us more about the
value of ldentity in their worship this week and it was fantastic to hear their ideas about what makes them
unique and how they know their life matters. On Thursday we welcomed Amy Bills, the Deputy CEO of our
Trust, and Jane Cook, our School Improvement Partner, to St John's for our academy review day. They
had a tour of the school from the Junior Leadership Team, spent time talking to staff and children, looked
at the children’s Maths and RE learning in books and visited lessons. It was a pleasure to share with them
everything that makes St John's such a. special school and they were very impressed with the welcome they
received, the high standards of teaching and learning and the way the children speak so eloquently about
their school life.
